Police say a car with three people was traveling east on State Route 6 and while

21-year-old Farhan Sadik of Hempstead was pronounced dead at the scene.
The driver-- Ebraheem Chowdhury of New York City-- has been charged with Criminally

Negligent Homicide.

Before this-- fire officials say they tried reviving Beauchamp for 30 minutes until she was
pronounced dead.

She's now in critical condition on a ventilator at the hospital. {###}

HURRICANE LAURA CLEANUP LATEST 8/31/2020
Cleanup efforts continue in Louisiana today following Hurricane Laura.

LESS SLEEP LINKED TO STRESS 9/18/2020

Less sleep could make stressful events -- feel even worse.

That's according to a new study by researchers from The University of British
Columbia and Pennsylvania State University.

Researchers surveyed nearly 2-thousand American adults for 8 days and were
asked their sleep duration and daily stressors.

They were also asked the number of positive events they experienced and how it
affected them throughout the day.

They generally reported when they get more sleep-- they have a less stressful
day.

Experts recommend at least 7 hours of sleep a night.{###}
